This point count isn’t strong enough to immediately start slam bidding because partner may have opened with an 11-12 HCP hand.  He/she really only counts your hand for the minimum

2-level point count of 10.  However, if partner skips to 3 of his/her

major or bids 3 notrump, your pair should have enough points for

a slam.  Either of those rebids by partner indicates 15+ HCP. 

Strong Hand Exception

      This handout is a helpful guideline when taking ACBLQIZ25.
1. Distributional hands

1. When bidding distribution 5/5 hands, always bid the higher ranking suit first, regardless of which suit is the stronger.  That is:

1. When opening the bid

2. When overcalling

3. When responding to partner’s opening bid or takeout double.

2. When bidding distributional 6/5 hands, always bid the longer suit first, regardless of the suit ranking or strength. 

2. Responding Majors Up the Line

3. If you pass up an unbid major with your response, you are denying having 4 cards in that suit.

4. The only exception is a one diamond response to an opening one club.  Since diamonds is lower than hearts and spades, you have

not passed up the majors.

5. That is the only exception.  Any minor level response at the 2 level or higher denies having any unbid major.  
3. “You must hear the bid that wasn’t made.”

The number one goal in bidding is GAME IN A MAJOR WITH 8+ CARDS in the suit.  Therefore, when you open the bidding, you should be expecting partner to respond in a major.  If partner passes up bidding an unbid major, you should hear that denial, i.e, the bid that wasn’t made.
